Graduate Assistantships for Fall and Spring of the Academic Year

Overview:

A Graduate Assistantship (GA) requires that the GA serve in this capacity a
maximum of 20 hours per week each semester. GA duties can vary; typically, however,
GAs tutor in the Writing Center or assist in English Graduate Faculty research.

This assistantship is for fall and spring of the academic year, assuming satisfactory
performance as a GA. Normally, a student can be awarded an assistantship
(regardless of whether it is a teaching or graduate assistantship) for a total of two years
depending on department needs in terms of GAs and TAs. Renewal of an assistantship
for a second year is contingent on remaining in good standing in the MA in English
program, satisfactory performance of GA duties, and financial exigency of the
University.

GA Supervision:

The GA will perform tutoring duties under the supervision of the Manager of the
Writing Center and the Graduate English Coordinator. GAs will enroll for at least six
hours of English coursework per semester. GAs taking more than nine hours must consult
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
