Biographical Note

The Industrial Union of Marine and Shipbuilding Workers of America (IUMSWA) represented

workers along the Gulf Coast  beginning in the 1930s. The Local 18 Chapter (Mobile) was
certified in 1938.  The Union became part of the AFL  -CIO (American F ederation of Labor  +
Congress of Industrial Organizations) in 1955. Its membership included both skilled and
non -skilled as well as  a racially and ethnically diverse group of workers. During the 1980s,
disputes between IUMSWA and ADDSCO centered on occupational safety, pension funds,

and job interchangeability. In 1989 the ADDSCO shipyard was closed and all workers

terminated. In 1988 the IUMSWA Local 18 merged with another union, the International

Association of Machini  sts (IAM).
